The length of the extended abstract should not exceed three pages in this format. On the other hand authors are encouraged to give maximum information and use the total space. The extended abstract should have sections like Introductions, Experiment, Results and Discussions, References, etc., or as applicable. No separate summary/abstract is required. The body of the extended abstract should be written in Times New Roman 10 font, one and half spacing format. There will be no indentation for the first paragraph. The successive paragraphs should have 1 cm indent. 

The paper size should be A4 with following margins:
Top   4.6 cm, Bottom 4.6 cm, Left 3.2 cm, Right 3.2 cm

References should come serially in the text [1].
